Ageratum - Dwarf Blue Hybrid - 

These beautiful plants produce 

mounds of blue flowers and 

work extremely well in 

containers, mixed baskets and 

in the landscape. Weather-

resistant and thrive in bright full 

sun. 

Aster (Dwarf Mixed) - Blooms 

mid-summer into fall. Prefers 

full sun. Ideal for rock gardens, 

borders, and containers. Grows 

10" tall and prefers rich soil.

Begonia - This annual thrives 

best in light shade and rich, well-

drained soil. Needs ample 

water and planty of fertilizer.

Coleus - A popular annual in 

our area with vibrant colors. 

Easy to grow - just plant in a 

shady spot, give it water and a 

little fertilizer. Grows 12-18" tall.

Cosmos - Sonata Mixed - 

Extremely easy to grow, 

Cosmos are quite drought 

tolerant and are an excellent 

choice for containers. Plant in 

full sun in fertile well-drained 

soil. Attracts butterflies and 

grows up to 2 feet tall. 

Dianthus - Easy to grow and 

prefers full sun and rich, well 

drained soil.  Fertilize every 6-8 

weeks.  Avoid over-watering.

Dusty Miller - The silvery-white 

color creates a beautiful 

contrast with other plants in 

beds or containers. Easy to 

grow and is heat and drought 

tolerant. Full sun. 

Flowering Kale - Leaves come 

with beautiful variegations in 

pinks, reds, and white. Likes 

well-drained but moist soil. 

Needs full to part sun and 

grows 12-18" tall. Great for 

containers, beds or borders.

Gomphrena (Bachelor Buttons)  

ï Grows to about 2 ft tall. Full 

sun. Attracts Butterflies and 

blooms from early summer into 

the fall. Fairly drought tolerant 

and very heat tolerant.

Impatiens - Standard for 

summer shade gradens, the 

thick foliage on this plant is 

covered with blooms.  Can 

handle very early sun but likes 

shade.

Lobelia - Prized for window 

boxes, hanging baskets, 

planters, edging, and ground 

covers, this plant does well in 

part sun/part shade with moist, 

rich soil. Height 4-6".

Marigold - Easy to grow in the 

sun with a long flowering 

period.  These flowers are 

attractive as cut flowers and 

effective in controlling pests. 

Heat and drought tolerant. 

Good drainage is essential.



Nierembergia ï Purple Robe ï 

This great medium-height plant 

for containers or gardens is 

easy to grow. Grows to 10ò tall, 

needs full sun and attracts 

butterflies.

Petunia - These fast growing, 

trailing beauties are prolific 

bloomers from mid-spring 

through late fall. Heat tolerant 

and easy to grow. They like full 

to part sun. 

Phlox - 21st Century Mixed - 

Ideal as a low border or perfect 

in a container, this annual 

needs full sun and grows to 10" 

in height. 

Rose Moss - Makes a great 

flowering ground cover in hot, 

dry areas. Needs full sun. Can 

be grown in gardens, containers 

or hanging pots.

Salvia - Eye-catching, bright 

flower spikes that like sun to 

part shade. Best used in 

massed displays.  

Snapdragons - Plant in early 

spring. Deadhead regularly for 

best bloom and fertilize 

regularly. Prefer full to part sun; 

regular water and well-drained 

soil.

Verbena - A spreading plant 

ideas for cascading over 

retaining walls, pots and 

baskets. Needs extremely well 

drained soil and full sun.

Vinca - Prefers sun and will 

tolerate a variety of conditions. 

Does best with moderate 

moisture. Great for containers 

or beds & borders.

Ajuga ï Spreads rapidly and 

prefers shade but will tolerate 

sun. Grows in a compact, very 

dense mat. Leaves are large 

oval shape. Tri-color variation 

produces blue flowers.

Blackeyed Susan - These 

native plants bloom in sun or 

light shade. Average soil is 

sufficient but needs moisture. 

Grows 2-10 feet tall.

Columbine - Attracts 

hummingbirds and needs 

partial shade and well drained 

soil, but is capable of tolerating 

full sun. Grows 15-20" and will 

bloom until frost.

Coreopsis - One of the longest 

bloomers in the garden and 

produces sunny yellow daisy-

like flowers that attract 

butterflies. Blooms in full sun 

from early to mid-summer or 

longer as long as it's 

deadheaded.
